John Paul Kusz is currently affiliated with the Stuart Graduate School of Business at the Illinois Institute of Technology, where he teaches a unique course in Industrial Ecology that integrates the technical, business and legal aspects of the emerging discipline. He is a founder and Associate Director of Stuart’s Center for Sustainable Enterprise, which was established to explore, apply and test models of sustainability at the enterprise level with partners in government, industry and other stakeholder groups.
Formerly, he was associated with Safety-Kleen Corp., developing products, services, and programs related to the management of materials for recycling and resource recovery. He directed the company’s Product Development Group, and founded and directed the company’s model Product Stewardship Program.
Mr. Kusz has authored over 35 articles and presented at national and international conferences, speaking on subjects that range from education to environmental problem solving through the design process and organizational change. He served on the US EPA Peer Review Group for its Product Life Cycle Assessment Project and was an invited technical expert to the Canadian Standards Association’s (CSA) Environmental Labeling and Design for the Environment Guidelines. As a contractor for the US Congress Office of Technology Assessment, he authored a study on the correlation of corporate, economic and environmental trends in the household chemical products industry, contributing to its publication of “Green Products by Design.”
Mr. Kusz is an active member of the Industrial Designer's Society of America (IDSA), where he was a founding member of its Committee on Environmental Concerns, and the International Society of Industrial Ecology. He was an invited member of the International Design Center for the Environment (IDCE) and the American Institute for Pollution Prevention (AIPP) where he served as vice-president of the institute.
