Nick Robins is Head of SRI Funds at Henderson Global Investors in London. At Henderson, he is responsible for co-ordinating the fund management and research functions within the SRI team, driving the search for investment opportunities flowing from the sustainability imperative and evaluating the corporate responsibility performance of companies. He also leads the public policy workstream of the Institutional Investors Group on Climate Change.

Nick joined Henderson in December 2000 with over a decade's experience with the sustainable development and corporate responsibility agenda. He has authored a number of reports and his articles have appeared in a range of journals, including Environmental Finance, Green Futures, New Scientist and Resurgence. Prior to Henderson, Nick spent seven years with the International Institute for Environment and Development, where he worked as Director of the Sustainable Markets Group. During his time at IIED, he focused his work on issues of global corporate responsibility and sustainable trade. In addition, he acted as an adviser to a range of government bodies, including the Departments for the Environment and International Development (DFID) in the UK, the Norwegian Ministry of the Environment, the OECD’s Environment Directorate, UNEP and UNIDO.
