Daniel Kenning is a freelance sustainability practitioner; a chartered mechanical engineer specialising in system-level solutions that take us forward on the journey to sustainability. He is a designer and engineer and worked for 14 years on new product development at Ford and Visteon. He co-founded the “Visteon Sustainability Forum”, a grass-roots awareness raising network. He was part of the Visteon / MIT research programme into Globally Dispersed Teams, and led projects to overcome language, cultural and other barriers to communication. He was Recycling Specialist on Interior Systems, working on plastics recycling and use of recyclate. Splendid Engineering was established by Daniel in 2001 to focus full time on the application of engineering principles to the challenge of achieving sustainability. He has worked with clients on tyre-rubber recycling, commercial waste minimisation, writing guidelines for “clean design”, designing renewable energy systems and developing strategies for home energy efficiency, with NGOs, local authorities, SMEs and large companies. The Splendid Eco-Car project was initiated by Daniel in 2001 to demonstrate the opportunities offered by bold and radical re-design at system-level to the apparently intractable problems witnessed inside the automotive industry. The project was self-funded during 2001-2002, with contributions of work from collaborators in academia and SMEs. The resulting prototype was shown at the NEC in Birmingham, at Earl’s Court, in the Brunel Museum in Bristol and in the Science Museum, London.
