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Sustainable Innovation, a Viewpoint from the Investment Community.
The transition to sustainability requires a transformation in current investment patterns - integrating social, ethical and environmental indicators into financial evaluation, extending the time horizon, resetting incentives and redefining shareholder responsibility. The Sustainable and Responsible Investment (SRI) community has achieved substantial success over the past decade in mainstreaming this agenda. Yet, substantial obstacles remain, which need to be addressed through changes in the frameworks of financial markets so that they reward sustainable innovation. Only then will the mounting array of exciting concepts for sustainable innovation - in terms of new business models, technologies and services - receive the investment support they deserve.
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
